He played and wrote music that was called ‘Reggae 
Music’.

Bob Marley is synonymous with reggae music.

Reggae incorporates some of the musical elements 
of rhythm and blues (R&B), jazz, calypso, 
African, and Latin American music, as well as 
other genres. 

Reggae scenes consist of two 
guitars, one for rhythm and 
one for lead—drums, congas, 
and keyboards, 
with a couple vocalists.
